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Explanatory Note

The Telecommunications (Designation of Frequency Bands
subject to Payment of Spectrum Utilization Fee) (Amendment)
Order 2012 adds a new Part 4A to the Schedule to the
Telecommunications (Designation of Frequency Bands subject
to Payment of Spectrum Utilization Fee) Order (Cap. 106 sub.
leg. Y). Users of the spectrum which falls within the frequency
band set out in the new Part 4A are required to pay spectrum
utilization fee. The Telecommunications (Determining Spectrum
Utilization Fees by Auction) Regulation (Cap. 106 sub. leg. AC)
as amended by this Regulation specifies auction as the method
for determining the spectrum utilization fee.

2. The frequency band set out in the new Part 4A is 2635-2660
MHz.
